


NOTES:
AS THE WORKS PROGRESS, THE TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT WILL BE DISMANTLED AND ADJUSTED TO SUIT THE IMMEDIATE SITE CONDITIONS.
WHERE SIGNAGE IS PLACED ON THE FOOTPATHS, TRAFFIC CONES SHALL BE PLACED AT THE BASE OF THE SIGNAGE “LEGS” TO PREVENT INJURY TO ALL PATH USERS.
WHERE POSSIBLE, SIGNAGE SHALL BE PLACED ON THE SIDE OF THE ROAD ADJACENT TO THE TRAFFIC FLOW AND ON THE MEDIAN ISLANDS.
ACCREDITED TRAFFIC CONTROLLERS TO ASSIST PEDESTRIANS WITH MOVEMENT THROUGH OR AROUND THE WORK AREA, IN ACCORDANCE WITH AS 1742.3.
WHERE POSSIBLE, ALL SIGNAGE DISTANCES WILL CONFORM TO AS 1742.3 - 2002 AND MRWA TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT FOR WORKS ON ROADS - CODE OF PRACTICE.
DRIVEWAY ACCESS TO RESIDENTIAL AND COMMERCIAL PROPERTIES WILL REMAIN OPENED IF WORKS ARE NOT DIRECTLY ADJACENT TO THESE FACILITIES.
WHEN WORKS ARE BEING COMPLETED ADJACENT TO DRIVEWAYS, ACCREDITED TRAFFIC CONTROLLERS WILL ASSIST MOTORISTS ENTERING AND EXITING FROM THESE POINTS.
ALL NON-APPLICABLE EXISTING SIGNAGE SHALL BE COVERED. FOR EXAMPLE SPEED SIGNAGE SHALL BE COVERED IF THE SPEED LIMIT HAS BEEN REDUCED.
ADDITIONAL ROAD CONDITION SIGNAGE (e.g. T3- SERIES) MAY BE REQUIRED TO BE INSTALLED. THE TRAFFIC CONTROL CREW LEADER TO CONTINUALLY
ASSESS THE SITE FOR THE REQUIREMENT OF ANY OF THESE SIGNS.
ALL PLANS TO BE READ IN CONJUNCTION WITH THE PROJECT TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT DOCUMENTATION.
